TERRIBLE STOR
St. Louis Visited by a Destruc-
tive Cyelone.

Trains on the Union Pacific Blocked
by Snow.

Reports of Serlous Loss of Life and
Property in the Path of the

Storms.
.

S2. Lours, Jan 12,—This afternoon n
cyclone struck the southwestern section
of the city and swept on through the
northern limits, making a pathway
nearly a quarter of a mile wide, und
lenving death and destruction in its
track. There was scarcely any warn-
ing of the approaciing storm, owing to
the fact that the sky i’uul been overchst
for several hours before the full force of
the wind was felt. -

Three fatalities are reported. They
coin{u'iuc_ an_ entire family of father,
mother and child residing on Mound
street, They met their deaths by the
falling of a building on their d\\'c{liug

The losses on property are roughly
estiluu‘l'ud at $100,000, but is like]y to
prove more.

Trees were torn up by the roots' and
broken off and telegraph poles swept
down, while roofs of buildings were
liftedl and tossed into the strects.

ALONG THIE MISSISSIPPL

Easr Sr. Louis, Jan, 12.—The storm
in St. Clair county, Ill, was unusually
severe,  Brooklyn, a village of about
500 people, deems to have suffered most
of the damage. In Bast St. Louis and
Venice the damage is largely, confined to
railroad property and small dwellings,
and telegraph and telephone poles. A
number of |\wellings are in ruins, The
BaptisUelitich is entirely demolished
and the M. E. church unrogfed and
turned clear around gn its foundation,

A GENERAL BLIZZARD.

A8 Ciry, Jan. 12.—A severe
rd rages to-night in Kunsas, Mis-
souri and Nebraska.. Dispatches from
different points in Kansus say the storm
is by farthe worst of the season, and
some pointg report this the most severe
ever experienced.  ‘T'he storm began last
night, contimied throughout the day
and most of to-night.

Emroria, Kan., Jan. 12, —The wordt
blizzard ever known is experienced here.
The snow is badly driffed throughout
the city and surrounding country, and
railroad tyrflic is ‘entirely suspended.

At Abilone, Kan., the storm raged
thirty-six hours. The railroad is blocked
with snow. - At “l'opeka six inches of
snow: has fallen and much interruption
to railway traftic has resulted.

« OMAHA VISITED.

Oyala,” Jan. 12.—A terrific snow

storm has been raging since early this
morning. The drifts are from two to
four feet high. The electric motors and
cable street railways ran until 4 o’clock
thig afternown, but were then obliged
to suspend.
'¥Fraxcisco, Jan, 12.—The wea-
ther forecast till 8 p.m. Monday for
Oregon, and Washington is rain and
BIOW.

Drs MoiNgs, Ia., Jan. 12. — Ten
inches of snow has fallen here to-day.
The wind is blowing hard, and the snow
is drifting  badly and still falling.
Trains are delayed by the storm.

A SNOW-BURIED TRAIN,
Porrraxp, Jan. 12, — About four
inches of damp snow fell during Satur-
day night, and as the fast mail on the
Union Pucific was passing up the gorge
of the Columbia this morning an aval-
anche of the snow came down and
blocked the track and partially buried
the train. A force of men was sent up,
who dug out the train and it is side-
tracked at Bridal Veil.

The track between Portland and The
Dalles is blockaded by soft snow in a
number of places, and two trains are
sidetracked at Hood river waiting till
the rotary snow plow shall clear the
way for them at noon yesterday.

A heavy snow storm and strong wind
was raging all over the Walla Walla
country, and it is probable there will
be more interruptions to travel,

It is raining here to-night, and it is
probable the warm wave may reach east
of the mountains, but a warm wind or
rain will bring down a succession of
avalanches from the steep sides of the
gorge of the Columbia, and more block-
ades are expected,

THE ESTIMATED DAMAGE.

St. Lovis, Mo., Jan. 13.—It is esti.
mated that the total damage by the
cyclone will reach $250,000, mostly to
foctories in the mnorth end, of which a
dozen have been completely wrecked.

THE TORNADO IN KENTUCKY.

Carro, Ills., Jan. 13.—A tornado last
night struck the cast side of the city of
Clinton, Ky., demolishing fifty-five
houses and killing eleven people and
wounding fifty-three. The storm also
visited Wickliffe, Ky., doing consider-
able damage to property, but there was
no loss of life.

SEVERAL LIVES LOST.
Paprean, Ky., Jan, 13.—A storm
struck Wickliffe, Ky., and blew the
leading hotel into the street last night.
A section boss and several children were
killed near Wickliffe. Moscow, Ky.,
also sutfered heavily. - Reports are very
meagre on account of the tclegraph
lines being down.
THE BLIZZARD IS GF
CHI1cAGo, Jan, 13.—Ady
Paul and Milwaukee are to the effect
that the blizzard is general throughout
the northwest.
A TERRIFIC WIND STORM.
Syracuse, N. Y., Jan, 13.—A terrific
wind storm this afternoon about 2
o'clock blew down the west wall of the
Rome, Watertown & Ogdensburgh Rail-
way Company’s new brick freight-house
here, which was all finished except the
roof, which was being put on to-day.
Win., H. Willis, a curpenter, was buried
under the wall, and was taken out dead,
A-dozen people or more, mostly carpen-
ters, were injured moreor less seriously.
The wind blew off all the tin roof of the
north wing of the penitentiary, wrecked
the cement roof on: the machine shop,
and blew into kindling wood fitty fect
of the outer fence around the building,

THE STORM AT ROCHESTER.

Rocn R, Jan. 13,.—A storm in
this city caused considerable damage.
George Weller, a cabinet maker, was
struck on the head by a picee’ of stone
blown from a  building and almost in-
stantly killed. 'I'he south wall of the
Joslyn block  was blown down this
morning, The two-story frame struc-
ture adjoining was crushed by the fall-
ing wall, but the occupants of both
buildings escaped uninjured.

SEVENTY MILES AN HOUR.

Oswrao, N, Y, Jan, 13, —Shortly be-
fore noon to-day a fierce wind storm
reached here and did considerable dam-
age. The velocity of the gale during
the four hours it prevailed reached 70
miles un hour, Many trees were blown
down and the streets were strewn with
branches,  The steeple of a church 110
feet from the ground was t(l)]pplud over
by the high wind and feel to
the pavement, At the same time
the roof of a near-by dwelling was
lifted by the galo and landed in the
street,  Part of the roof of the state

normal school was blown off, and the
building suffered considerable damuge.
Chimneys were blown down, lumber
iles overturned and many windows
roken. The breakwater is damaged,
but to what extent cannot as yet be
estimated.

SUDDEN DEATH.

T. N. Hibben, Stutioner, Expires Suddenly
on Sunday of Heart Disease.

On Sunday afternoon at 3 o’clock, Mr.
T. N. Hibben, of the firm of T. N,
Hibben & Co., stationers, died suddenly
from heart disease. On Friday ufter-
noon last Mr. Hibben was attacked
with severe pain in the region of the
heart, and was taken home in a hack.
He had quite recovered, but on Sunday
waus similarly nttacked and_died before
medical assistance arrived. The de-
ceased was a native of Charleston, N.
C., and was in the 63d year of his age.
He came to Sun Francisco in 49,
where he was employed by the Ban-
croftd, “and in 758 ' “came  up
to Victoria, Hibben & "Carswell pur-
chased Kierski’s bookstore, the former
buying out his partner in 1866. He
was the builder of the Bank Exchange
building, corner of Yates and Langley
streets, where Ms firm carried on busi-
ness for several years.

FRAUDULENT CERTIFICATES.

Endeavors of Chinese to Evade the Re-
striction Act—Watchful Customs
Oflicinls.

For some tine past on the arrival of
the Cliina steamers a number of immi-
grants have been detected in an attenipt
to enter on fraudulent certificates. It
appears that a considerable traflic has
been carried on i these entrance cer-
tificates. The Chinese desiring to emi-
¢rate were either placed in possession
of them by those who had taken them
out and returned to China, or they were
forwarded by mail and sold.  Some of
these sales have been  accompanied by
guarantees of refund in case the certi-
ticate was refused recognition at Van-
couver or Victoria, The officers at
both places having become aware of the
practice, have been quietly doing their
best to defeat it, with the result that
umrlr every steamer for some months
pest has been found to have passengers
holding fraudulent certificates of leave
—in some cuses the description tallying
in no particular. Up to the presont the
Chinese found with fraudulent papers
have been permitted to enter by paying
the 50 head tax, but this mild course
will not likely prevail in the future.
The last China steamer, the Parthia had
four Chinese holding certificates origin-
ally issued to other persons.

The matter of the addition to our
Chinese population from San Francisco
and the Sound ports is also being care-
fully watohed, with the result that of
late three persons have been compelled
to pay the entrance fee of $50, who by
their papers endeavored to establish the
fact that they were among the exempt
classes. Chinese merchants and others
whose business or pleasure takes them
to the South have now to provide them-
selves with a fresh certificate of leave
for each visit as provided by the act.
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THE AFRICAN DISPUTE.

Great Britain’s Ultimatum to
Portugal.

Portugal Agrees to Withdraw from
the Disputed Territory.

The Decision Hailed with Dissatisfaction
at Lisbon—The British Leglon Mobbed
and the Ministry Resigns.

GREAT BRITAIN'S ULTIMATUM.
Lissox, Jan. 12.—The British minis-
ter, Mr. Petre, waited upon Baron Gom-
ez, minister of foreign affairs, on Satur
day, and imparted to him Great Brit-
ain’s ultimatumin regard to the African
territorial dispute, namely, that the
Portuguese forces of every kind be re-
recalled from the banks of the Shire be-
yond its confluence with the Ruo and

south of Zambesi and Mashonaland.
Tailing to receive a reply within

twenty-four hours the British legation
would go on board the yacht Enchantress
and await the reply there, The king at
once summoned.a council of his ministry,
and a reply was agreed upon to the
effect that Portugal being too weak to
oppose a strong first-class power would
order the withdrawal of her troops
from the Shire and Mashanaland dis-
tricts, reserving the rights of the crown
in the abandoned teorritory. It is re-
ported that the opposition in the Cortes
will attack the goyernment for its
course in yielding to lingland’s ulti-
matum.

WHY PORTUGAL ACCE THE ULTI-
MATUD
LispoN, Jan, 12.—It is stated that

the government apprehended demon-
strations at Quillimane,Delogoa Bay and
elsewhere in case the ultimatum was re-
fused.

RIOTS IN LISBON.

Lissox, Jan, 12.—A mob composed of
students and others, shouting, “Down
with the ministry,” attacked the Brit-
ish legation to-duy. They demolished
the windows, and the police were pow-
erless to control them.  They broke the
windows of the residences of various
maembers of the ministry, after which
they dispersed. It is rumored that
Senor Gomez, minister of foreign affairs,
will resign.

¥ A »mon oF 30,000 PEOPLE,

Ligpon, Jan, 13.—The city is quiet,
to-day. Therewere 30,000 persons in
the mob that stoned the British lega-
tion and committed other riotous acts
last night.  Patriotic and  aiti-English
maunifestations were made at the theatres
and in front of the royal palace at
Belem. Tifty rioters were arrested.

RESIGNATION OF THE MINISTRY,

LassoN, Jan. 13.—The cabinet have
resigned. - Senor Pimentul, the liberal-
conservative leader, voted with the
minority at the meeting of the counsel
when the demands of England were ac-
seeled to, The minority were in favor
of cvacurting Shire district, but opposed
the other demands made by England
unless that country submitted tho dis-
pute to arbitration forthwith.,

DED.CATED.
Impressive Services in the New St.
Andrew’s Church.

The Dedication Sermon by Rev. Mr. Mae-
donnell—-A Social Evening in the
New Edifice.

Well attended was each of the three
services held in the new St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian Church on Sunday last,]
and many were the expressions of ap-
provul in regard to the appearance,
comfort and acoustic properties of the
new edifice.

In the morning every seat was filled
and the dedication sermon, a powerful
and impressive one, was delivered by
Rev. B. J. Macdonnell,of Toronto. Rev.
D. I'raser, of the Pandora street DPres-
byterian church, and the pastor of St.
Andrew’s, Rev. I>. McEF. Macleod, were
also with him inthe pulpit; while the
music, especially suited to the occasion,
was led by a united choir under the
leadership of Mr. J. G. Brown. The
first lesson for the day was read by
Rev. Mr. I'raser, from II. Chronicles,
xi., commencing at the 12th verse. An
anthem, *“The Heavens are Telling,”
followed, and Rev. Mr. Macleod lead in
prayer, calling upon the Most High to
bless apd  sanctify to His service. the
church which His servants had just
built.

The second lesson was found in Iirst
Corinthians, I111., from the 9th verse to
the end, and the text in the Epistle to
the Ephesians, ii., 20:—‘“And are built
upon the foundation of the apostles and
prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being
the chief corner stone,”
Before entering upon his theme, the
speaker called upon the congregation to
join with him in prayer.  His prayer
was: “Thine, oh God, is the Glory,
the Power and the Majesty. Accept, we
pray Thee, this offering made to Thee
of the gifts and work of our hands, this
sanctuary.  Hear the prayer of Thy
servants, and come Thou and dwell in
this House and hallow it.”
Referring to his text, Rev. Mr. Mac-
donnell opened  his sermon by saying
that this figure of referring to the church
of God as a building was one very com-
mon to the New Testament, and especi-
ally to the Epistles of St. Paul. In the
passage from which the text was chosen
the Church was referred to not only as
a building, but as growing to an Holy
Temple. ~ Solomon’s temple was the
gruudcst edifice the world has ever seen,
ut its grandeur could not be compared
to that of this building of human stones;
this spiritual house hallowed by the
Lord; this the Church of God, resting
upon the corner-stone of Jesus Christ.
There were two or three things that
were of necessity thought of in connec-
tion with this house. [irst: the found-
ation stone on which the Church must
rest. If Christ’s Church, the corner-
stone could be nothing but Christ Him-
self. The living corner-stone, Jesus,
was the Church in all ages. His temple,
continually building, of living stones,
could not rise but from the rock of
Christ. He was a sure founda-
tion, that would not crumble away,
yield to the dust of time or the fires of
persecution. Christ was a precious stone,
u sure foundation, capable of sustaining
the weight of His living church. It
was this foundation that the apostles of
Christ built upon. Men try many other
foundations. They are trying still to
construct an enduring social fabric, upon
other foundations; but they would find
that unless built upon Christ himself a
pure  society cannot be constructed.
Intellectual appreciation of Christ was
not enough; men must be united to Him
by living faith.

This living house was built up of
living men; the saints, the believers,
the men and women who are to-day liv-
inga life of devotion to Christ.  We it is
who are called to be Saints, We are
the materials of which the Church of
God is to bLe built up. The living
stones for God's temple are coming from
every quarter of the globe, Through
many instrumentalities the Lord is
gathering stones for his temple, from
every age, race and condition of man-
kind. Our pride can deprive none of a
place in His temple; bond or free, rich
or poor, black or white, Englishman or
Chinaman. These living stones are of
many shapes and sizes. There is room
for the greatest variety and all different
temperaments are united by the cne
common characteristic of Christliness
in the life. The real sign of Christian
character was Christliness; and ovr use-
fulness was only according to the de-
gree in which we possessed Christliness
in our lives.

These living stones, to be fitted into
their places in the temple of God, must
all be hewn and fashioned. God had
many workmen, and a great variety of
meuns to do the work.

In the fourth place, all the living
stones must be fitted together with the
cemient of love. In the communion of
the suints only can these gifts of God be
enjoyed.  One Christian, to Le a Chris-
tian, should ever be helping others, and
at the same time leaning on others for
help himself.  Church members may
try to bind themselvas together; they
may unite for many different reasons of
taste or convenience, but no church can
hold together if the individual members
are not knit together in love.

I'aul speaks of the whole as the holy
temple; n temple of living stones.  God
dwells more in the heart of a little child
than he did in the grand temple at Je.
rusalem. The Christian’s lifo consists
in doing whatever he does from holy
motives. All work, secular or religious,
to be well done must have its origin in
right. The €Church of God is making
progress, notwithstanding  teniporary
retrogressions,  Its backward = steps
were only those of the wave that re-
coded only to cast itself aguin higher up
the shore.  Thé temple grows continu-
ally. New materinl and new workers
are continually coming in.  The church
grows in power, in usefulness and in ac-
camulated wealth of thought. What

the church of the future will be, who
It would be something

grand, for its accumulated wealth and
the privileges which were con-
stautly being brought by the builders,
the goal being kept steadily in view,
could produce none but a grand result.
Not only are men the stones in the
Church of God, but each layer helps to
build the next; each stone must attract
and hold up others. There never were
days like these in the history of the
church, Never were so many doors
thrown open to the servants of the
church; never were the barriers be-
tween nations so light. 'The golden age
of the church wasnot past, but in the
future, The age we live in has its goul
in the Holy Temple, the new Jerusalem.
AFTERNOON AND EVENING.

In the afternoon and evening the
church was again well filled, Rev. E. D,
Maclaren, of Vancouver, preaching at
the former service upon the lite of
Daniel. In the evening Rev. Mr. Mac-
donnell ngain addressed the congrega-
tion, preaching un interesting und most
instructive sermon from the text found
in St. John'’s Gospel, x.-10.

The collections at all services were
large, and were in aid of the building
fund.

SOCIAL SERVICE,

Last evening a social service, of which
music and addresses formed the prin-
cipal parts, was held in the new chureh,

Hon. John Robson occupied the chair,
and after the opening organ voluntary
had been given in excellent style by Mr.
Pauline, organist of the church, ex-
l)luiu(‘(l that owing to illness the {mstur,
tev. Mr. Macleod, was compelled to re-
main at home. In the course of u brief
opening address, Hon. Mr. Robson reaa
letters from Rev. Mr. Rugg and Ven.
Archdeacon Scriven, regretting their
inability to be present.

The evening’s programme opened with
the anthem “Glory to God in the High-
est,” by the church choir, followed by
the tenor solo ‘‘Consolation,” by Mr.
Martin,

Then Rev. Mr. Macrae was called

upon for the first address.  He had not
expected, he said, to break the ice,

but he supposed that the chair-
man knew  best. He had had
the pleasare of being with the peo-
ple of St. Andrew’s only on occasions of
especial interest. About two years ago
he had been present to see Rev. Mr.

Macleod inducted ifito the pastorate of
the church. Nine months ago he had
aguin been with the people of St. An-
drew’s when the corner-stone of the new
church was laid; and he now had the
pleasure of meeting them again to con-
gratulate them upon the beauty of  the
completed edifice, which was certainly
highly creditable to their enterprise and
to Victoria. During the past six ycars
the Presbyterian Church in British Col-
umbia had made great progress in every
way. Six years ago there wer'e only six

ministers and two churches in the pro-

vince. Now there were fifteen minis-

ters and eight churches; six of the
latter had ceme over from the

old church of Scotland, which

had done much for Presbyteriavisin in

British Columbia. During those six

years ten new churches had been

erected at an average, cost of $10,000.

In the matter of liberality the Presby-

tery of British Columbia, although the

smallest in Canada, was second in the

list; averaging $56 per family or $42 per -
communicant. After referring to the
advance of church work in British

Columbia, the reverend gentleman
closed his address by praying that God

would bless the services to be held in

the new St. Andrew’s church.

A baritone solo by Mr. Pauline fol-

lowed; and after it Rev. Dr. Reid was

called on for a speech. He was sur-

orised, he said, at being called on. He

Leard that there was a little house

warming to be held, and so he had

paid his  fare like Jonah ang

come in. He knew there was to be sing-

ing, but as he had a sore throat he felt

safe as he sat down independently to
enjoy himself. Since he had been called

on, he would firat {give a message that

he had been made the bearer of by his

venerable colleague, Bishop Cridge. The

Bishop had unfortunately met with an

accident a few months ago, and now

while not a lay-man he was a lame-

man, The Bishop had greatly wished

to be present in person, but it was im-

possible. He had sent his best wishes

to the people of St. Andrew’s and his

cougratulations on the completion of

their beautiful church. Continuing, Rev,

Dr. Reid kept his audience in thorough

good humor with his merry znecdotes,

and concluded by saying that after try-

ing to find something to find fault

with in the church he had to give it up.

He found it light and comfortable in

every way; with perfect acoustic pro-
perties. The only thing that he could

pick a quarrel with was there was still

a little debt to be met. When that was

removed he would complete his con-

gratulations,

The next number on the programme
was & most delightful solo by Mr. Kent,

upon the conclusion of which Rev. E.

D. Maclaren, of Vancouver, addressed
the audience. He first complimented

the members of St. Andrew’s upon the
beauty of their new church. He con-

ratulated them not only for himself,
Em, for St. Andrew’s, Vancouver. They,

too, were contemplating the building of a
new churoh—not so grand a one as this of
course. * People did not do anything on
such a scale in the littlo hamlet over
the straits. They were more modest.

Perhaps the perpatual made them
80. Only one thing marred the bright-
ness of the pleasunt evening to him;
aud that was the absence of Rev. Mr.

Macleod, who had so much sct uis heart
upon being present. After speaking
feelingly of the sadness which some ex-

perienced in bidding good-bye to the
old church; and of the growing use-
fulness of young peoplo in the church,
advising the congregation to be loyal to
their God and their minister, and so
advance the church and the cause of
Christ, the speaker closed by again
congratulating the congregation upon
the completion of their new house of
worship.

hesitated before accepting. The in-
ducements were too tempting, however,
He wanted to share in his friend’s joy,
though he was sorry that Mr. Macleod
was 80 dovoted to fashion that he was
unable to be present. Another attrac.
tion that drew him to the coast was the

resence here of two old Queens Col-
ege boys; and of several old Church
of Scotland people here. He was
glad to bear witness to the good
results that had been brought about by
the union of the old church of Scotland
in Canada, with the Presbyterian church
of Canada. He wasa New Brunswick
“blue-nose” by birth, and had in_bis
early life been ready to bnck New
Brunswick againt the world,  He waa
still, but he had learned to see that
there was more in the word Canada thun
New Brunswick., Hisrecent trip across
the country had shown him more thjan
he ever knew before of the grevtness, of
the extent and. resources of this wide
Dominion.  Auother reason ho had. for
eoming weat was that he wished to
study home missions at home,

The reverend gentleman continued
to speak at considerable length in
reference b0 the new church, und the
